CFAR Mentoring Plan

As a condition of award, new and early stage investigators and established researchers new to HIV/AIDS are required to have a mentoring agreement and plan that includes a CFAR member as a constituent. The CFAR member must be a Core Leader/Director or an experienced researcher with a faculty rank of at least Associate Professor.
